With the help of Sharri MacDonald, Class of 1990, several businesses, alumni donations and a
generous donation from The School Board, the balance of the money was raised to get the paint, the brushes, the boom lift, and
commissioning local artist Russel Whitten, Class of 2001."It's an honor (after assisting Wyland as a student 25 years prior) to be asked
to refurbish this mural in honor of Sandy Lord" Whitten told local papers and TV stations. One week in a 4 foot boom several feet in the
air Russell Whitten completed the project. From above, we hear Sandy thank everyone from the bottom of a heart that gave us so much.
